1% ANNUAL CHANCE FLOOD

The 1% annual chance flood (100-year flood), also known as the base flood, is the flood that has a
1% chance of being equaled or exceeded in any given year.  The Special Flood Hazard Area is the
area subject to flooding by the 1% annual chance flood.  Areas of Special Flood Hazard include Zones
A, AE, AH, AO, AR, A99, V, and VE.  The Base Flood Elevation is the water-surface elevation of the
1% annual chance flood.
Z ON E A No Base Flood Elevations determined.
Z ON E AE Base Flood Elevations determined.

Z ON E AH Flood depths of 1 to 3 feet (usually areas of ponding); Base Flood Elevations
determined.

Z ON E AO Flood depths of 1 to 3 feet (usually sheet flow on sloping terrain); average depths
determined.  For areas of alluvial fan flooding, velocities also determined.

Z ON E AR Special Flood Hazard Area formerly protected from the 1% annual chance flood by
a flood control system that was subsequently decertified.  Zone AR indicates that
the former flood control system is being restored to provide protection from the
1% annual chance or greater flood.

Z ON E A99 Areas to be protected from 1% annual chance flood event by a Federal flood
protection system under construction; no Base Flood Elevations determined.

Z ON E V Coastal flood zone with velocity hazard (wave action); no Base Flood Elevations
determined.

Z ON E VE Coastal flood zone with velocity hazard (wave action); Base Flood Elevations
determined.

FLOODWAY AREAS IN ZONE AE
The floodway is the channel of a stream plus any adjacent floodplain areas that must be kept free of
encroachment so that the 1% annual chance flood can be carried without substantial increases in
flood heights.

OTHER FLOOD AREAS
Z ON E X Areas of 0.2% annual chance flood; areas of 1% annual chance flood with average

depths of less than 1 foot or with drainage areas less than 1 square mile; and
areas protected by levees from 1% annual chance flood.

OTHER AREAS
Z ON E X Areas determined to be outside the 0.2% annual chance floodplain.
Z ON E D Areas in which flood hazards are undetermined, but possible.

To obtain m ore detailed inform ation in areas where Ba s e  Flood  Ele va tions (BFEs)
and/orflood wa ys have been determ ined, users are encouraged to consult the Flood
Profiles and Floodway Data and/or S um m ary of S tillwater Elevations tables
contained within the Flood Insurance S tudy (FIS ) report that accom panies this FIR M .
Users should be aware that BFEs shown on the FIR M  represent rounded whole-foot
elevations.  T hese BFEs are intended for flood insurance rating purposes only and
should not be used as the sole source of flood elevation inform ation.  Accordingly,
flood elevation data presented in the FIS  report should be utilized in conjunction with
the FIR M  for purposes of construction and/or floodplain m anagem ent.
Coa s ta l Ba s e  Flood  Ele va tions  (BFEs)shown on this m ap apply only landward of
0.0' North Am erican Vertical Datum  of 1988 (NAVD 88). Users of this FIR M  should be
aware that coastal flood elevations are also provided in the S um m ary of S tillwater
Elevations table in the Flood Insurance S tudy report for this jurisdiction.  Elevations
shown in the S um m ary of S tillwater Elevations table should be used for construction
and/or floodplain m anagem ent purposes when they are higher than the elevations
shown on this FIR M .
Boundaries of the flood wa ys were com puted at cross sections and interpolated
between cross sections.  T he floodways were based on hydraulic considerations with
regard to requirem ents of the National Flood Insurance Program .  Floodway widths
and other pertinent floodway data are provided in the Flood Insurance S tudy report
for this jurisdiction.
Certain areas not in S pecial Flood Hazard Areas m ay be protected by flood  control
s tructure s.  R efer to S ection 2.4 "Flood Protection M easures" of the Flood Insurance
S tudy report for inform ation on flood control structures for this jurisdiction.
T he projection used in the preparation of this m ap was L am bert Conform al Conic
S tate Plane S outh Carolina FIPS  3900.  T he horizonta l d a tum was NAD83,
GR S 1980 spheroid.  Differences in datum , spheroid, projection or S tate Plane zones
used in the production of FIR M s for adjacent jurisdictions m ay result in slight
positional differences in m ap features across jurisdiction boundaries.  T hese
differences do not affect the accuracy of this FIR M .
Flood elevations on this m ap are referenced to the North Am erican Vertical Datum  of
1988.  T hese flood elevations m ust be com pared to structure and ground elevations
referenced to the sam e ve rtica l d a tum .

T he “profile  ba s e  line s ” depicted on this m ap represent the hydraulic m odeling
baselines that m atch the flood profiles in the FIS  report. As a result of im proved
topographic data, the “profile base line”, in som e cases, m ay deviate significantly
from  the channel centerline or appear outside the S FHA.

T his digital Flood Insurance R ate M ap (FIR M ) was produced through a unique
cooperative partnership between the S tate of S outh Carolina and the Federal
Em ergency M anagem ent Agency (FEM A).  T he S tate of S outh Carolina has
im plem ented a long term  approach of floodplain m anagem ent to decrease the
costs associated with flooding.
